(an assessment of progress in relation to past performance)

Overall there is an increase in school results
demonstrating that HFS has shown improvement
in this area. There is a wide spread in the data
between students, teachers and parents. A
17.1% difference exists from the perception of the
students from the teachers. The parents results
are closer to that of teachers identifying a higher
degree of satisfaction. The information that
students do not feel the school is safe and caring
is significant information for the school.
Considering there is an increase from last year,
but overall within a consistent range over the last
5 years demonstrates a good overall level.
Increase in student results would improve
average therefore improving overall in order to
meet a provincial average standard.

Results overall are somewhat static; but slightly
declining.

Teacher & parents identified a declining
indications that students at HFS are having their
needs met regarding society & economy.

Results on average has maintained a consistency acceptable
standard and slightly increased in 2009. Standard of
Excellence has decreased in 2009, lower than it has been in
the past three years.

Targeted issue and unanticipated drop in results for grade 3
math.

Grade 6 acceptable levels in LA are excellent -100% which is
higher than provincial average. Excellent ranges are lower -
this is significant to the fact is high number of students
requiring accommodations. Math 6, Science 6, - also meeting
standard of provincial average; however again lower in
excellence - dynamic of small school and specialized needs
impacted results. Social not reported due to new curriculum.
